The nearest car park to Central Park is the High Chelmer multi-

storey situated above the indoor market. The nearest bus stops are at
the indoor market or New London Road.

Customers travelling by car
A limited number of discounted car park tickets are available for the High
Chelmer multi-storey car park at a cost of £3.50 for all day parking
(normally £16). These tickets will benefit customers planning to park for 3
hours or more. These car park tickets are not available via the website,
but can be purchased from the Chelmsford Theatre Box Office in
advance of the event. In order to purchase your car park ticket you will
need to present your 3Foot People Festival booking confirmation.  

Once purchased, please bring the car park ticket with you on the event day
and insert your ticket at the barrier as you enter the car park. The barrier
will open and your ticket will be returned to you.
