LOCATION: Baddow Road, on the corner of Can Bridge 
Way, near Edible Arts Café.

His piece was handmade in steel by Blacksmith Harold 
Clements of Pleshey Forge and celebrates the historic 
trades that thrived in past times in Chelmsford.

Marconi Statue
ARTIST: Stephen Hicklin
LOCATION: Marconi Plaza, Fair�eld Road 

The artist of the 4ft 6in bronze hot cast sculpture shows 
the globe with a dotted line indicating the world’s �rst 
transatlantic transmission path in 1901.  The sculpture 
was relocated and added to a plinth in 2008.

Timeline
ARTIST: Michael Condron
LOCATION: Essex Records Of�ce - main stairwell

This is a large interactive light sculpture incorporating 
materials such as steel, stainless steel, acrylic, lights and 
computers. The subject of the piece is the ‘passage of 
time’. The piece took �rst place in the 2002 Essex Art 
Awards.

Chelmsford Whispers
ARTIST: Martin Donlin
LOCATION: Bus Station, Duke Street

Inspired by local students, the pieces include a vertical 
glass piece at the tower adjacent to the Duke Street 
arch, three panels of glass around the bus concourse and 
ten panels suspended from the ceiling in the walkway 
through to Marconi Plaza.  

P3 Chelmsford Echoes
ARTIST: Tom Grimsey and Bella D’Arcy.
LOCATION: Oaklands Park, ornamental garden adjacent 
to the museum

Children’s garden and sound sculpture made from steel 
in collaboration with local schools. The work co-incides 
with the theme of Echoes, in celebration of a festival held 
in 2004.  

Park People
ARTIST: Joanna Smith & Jane Addison
LOCATION: Sky Blue Pasture (opposite Bell Meadow)

This steel sculpture incorporates calligraphy. The re�ective 
nature of the �gures enhances the beauty of the park in 
the changing seasons.

Harmony
ARTIST: John Reveler, former student at the university
LOCATION: Anglia Ruskin University, Bishop Hall Lane

A stone carved down the centre is held together by the 
geometric steel structure.  The Morse Code is the voice 
of the structure.  The illuminating glass facade adjacent 
to the main entrance is also a ‘must see’ piece.

The Hub Wall Panel
ARTIST: Diane Maclean
LOCATION: The Hub, Bond Street, adjacent to 
Loch Fyne restaurant 
This stainless steel piece is an integral part of the 
mixed use development ‘The Hub’.  The theme of �sh 
relates to the close locational relationship between the 
development and Chelmsford rivers. Students from 
William de Ferrers School helped inspire the design.

P5

Glass Bus Shelters
ARTIST: Joe Fairfax
LOCATION: New London Road, parallel to High Street

Part of a redevelopment scheme, the piece can be viewed 
singularly or collectively as there are three shelters 
involved; each has a short poem (one line per shelter 
which links all three) and artwork representing ‘journey’ 
and the river Chelmer.

Guardian Figures - Friar and Roman 
Centurion
ARTIST: James Davis
LOCATION: Baddow Road / Moulsham Street junction

Made entirely from Portland stone, this piece was 
inspired with the help of local businesses and residents.
