New Station Proposal at Beaulieu Park

Countryside Properlies has closely mvolved ‘one’ and its predecessor in the
devetopment of plans for a new station at Beaulieu Park to the north-sast of
Chelmsford. In advance of the Chelmsford Examination in Public, | am writing to you to
setout ‘one's position on the scheme.

‘one's franchise runs until 2011, with the possibility of an extension to 20H4. Assuming
the stafion opens during the term of our franchise we would wish to serve the new
station with up to six trains per hour in the moming peak pericd and a regular service
throughout the day. The station would bring us a number of benefits:

» growth in passenger numbers in recent years has put considerable pressure
on Chelmsford station, and & second station to edge of the town would bring
relief.

» the planned two long passing loops would facilitate the starfing and terminating
of trains to and from London at the station, and allows for the overtaking of
slow trains on the mainfine, helping servica performance.

+ the planned large car park with its location close to the A12/8130 inferchange
gives a real apportunity to fransfer journeys from road fo rail

You have involved ‘one’ in the modelling of passenger volumes and revenue. Your
demand model predicts which station passengers in the Great Eastern Mainline corridar
will use, and forecasts the extent of new trip generation from the new station. You have

also examined bip reduction resulting from slower jounay on trains with the additional
stops at Beaulieu Park.

The conclusions seem reascnable to ‘ong’, with the majority of the new station's
patronage forecast to be abstracted from Chelmsford, Abstraction from Braintres is
foracast to be very low, making up only 1% of the new stafion’s passengers, which is
reassuring from the paint of view of the building business on the Braintree line. 10% of
the station’s passengers are forecast to be naw to rail, with the additional revenue they
bring sufficient to cover the operating costs of the new station.
