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This register contains the details of buildings known to be at risk
through neglect or decay, or those vulnerable in the future. The primary
aim of the register is to highlight the plight of these buildings and
encourage their future conservation.  In some cases long term
conservation may be instigated by a new owner, however inclusion on
the register does not imply that a building is for sale.  Buildings are not
open to the public unless stated.
