Question 10. A customer would like to be picked up from Writtle Green and taken to Morrisons 
supermarket in Melbourne. Which of the following is the shortest route to take? 

Answer: 
a. Collect from The Green and turn right into Lordship Road. Turn right at the roundabout into Roxwell 
Road and left into Chignal Road. Where Chignal Road becomes Copperfield Road, Morrisons is on the 
right off of Dickens Place 

 
b. Collect from The Green and head back toward Chelmsford along the Chelmsford Road turning left 
into Waterhouse Lane. Carry on along Waterhouse lane and join the traffic flow on Parkway to 
continue to travel along Broomfield Road turning left into Patchinghall Lane. At the roundabout take 
the second exit into Oliver Way. Turn Right into Copperfield Road and left at The Flyer PH into Dickens 
place arriving at Morrisons.      

 
c. Collect from The Green and head back toward Chelmsford along the Chelmsford Road until arriving at 
the junction with London Road. Turn left at London Road until arriving at Parkway and joining the traffic 
flow toward the multi storey roundabout. Take the first exit on the roundabout and stay on Parkway 
onto Broomfield Road - after negotiating a major junction controlled by traffic lights - and eventually turn 
left into Patchinghall Lane. At the roundabout take the second exit into Oliver Way. Turn Right into 
Copperfield Road and left at The Flyer PH into Dickens place arriving at Morrisons. 

 
d. Collect from The Green and turn right onto Lordship Road. Turn right at the roundabout onto 
Roxwell Road. Remain on Roxwell Road until reaching a major junction controlled by traffic lights. Turn 
left onto Parkway and onto Broomfield Road. Turn left into Patchinghall Lane. At the roundabout take 
the second exit into Oliver Way. Turn Right into Copperfield Road and left at The Flyer into Dickens 
place arriving at Morrisons. 
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Question 11. A customer would like to be picked up from Market Road taxi rank and taken to The Ridings 
in Great Baddow. Which answer describes the shortest route to take?    Answer: 
 

 
a. Turn right onto Victoria road south and left onto Duke street. Turn immediately right into Victoria 
Road until arriving at the traffic lights in Springfield Road. Turn right at the lights and left at Tescos 
roundabout onto High Bridge Road. Take the first exit at the roundabout travelling west along Parkway. 
Take the third exit from the Army & Navy roundabout onto Baddow Road. Turn right at the mini 
roundabout at its junction with Beehive Lane and The Ridings is on the left just past Dorset Avenue. 

 
b. Turn left into Victoria Road South and take the first exit left at the multi storey roundabout onto 
Parkway. Take the second exit at the Odeon Roundabout and stay on Parkway until the Army and Navy 
roundabout. Take the third exit from the Army & Navy roundabout onto Baddow Road. Turn right at the 
mini roundabout at its junction with Beehive Lane and The Ridings is on the left just after Dorset 
Avenue.  

 
c. Turn left onto Victoria Road South and take the first exit left at the multi storey roundabout onto 
Parkway. Take the second exit at the Odeon Roundabout and stay on Parkway until the Army and Navy 
roundabout. Take the second exit from the Army and Navy roundabout onto Essex Yeomanry Way 
taking the slip road into Great Baddow and right on the Maldon Road toward Baddow Road. At the 
roundabout turn right into Baddow Road until reaching the roundabout at Beehive Lane. The Ridings is 
on the left just after Dorset Avenue. 

 
d. Turn left into Victoria Road South and left at the Multi storey roundabout onto Parkway. Turn Right 
at the traffic lights into London Road until arriving at the Miami roundabout. Take the second exit into 
Wood Street and left at a mini roundabout into Longstomps Avenue. Carry on along Longstomps until it 
becomes Gloucester Avenue and along Gloucester Avenue until arriving at the junction with Beehive 
Lane. Turn right at Beehive lane and second left into The Ridings. 

 
 

 
Question 12. What statement best describes the shortest journey from The Clockhouse shopping centre 
to Premier Lodge    Springfield? 

Answer: 
a. On Westway travel toward the A12 and at the roundabout take the second exit on the London Road 
continuing toward the A12. At the next roundabout take the second exit and at the following 
roundabout the first exit onto the A12 travelling North. Stay on the A12 and come off at the Boreham 
interchange on the A130 toward Braintree. At the roundabout - at the end of the slip road - take the 
third exit into the services and the Premier Lodge is on the left.  

 
b. On Westway travel toward the City Centre along Waterhouse lane entering Parkway at a major 
junction controlled by traffic lights and head along the Broomfield Road turning right at Valley Bridge. 
Take the first exit at the roundabout along the Chelmer Valley Road until it meets with the A130. Take 
the second exit at the roundabout along White Hart Lane, straight across at two further roundabouts 
and at the third roundabout take the first exit left toward the Boreham interchange. At the next 
roundabout take the second exit left into the service area and Premier Lodge on the left 

 
c. Come out onto Westway toward the A12 and 1st left at the roundabout. At the next roundabout 
take the first exit left and along London Road. At the bottom of London Road turn left onto Parkway 



 

 

and at the roundabout take the second left into Victoria Road south. Turn left into Duke street and 
immediately right into Victoria Road. Turn left at the junction with Springfield road. Continue along 
Springfield Road and straight on at the roundabout by Aldi Supermarket. Take the slip road toward 
Colchester and come off at the next interchange at Boreham. Take the fourth exit off of the 
roundabout and the fourth exist at the next roundabout into the services. Premier Inn is on the       

 
d. Come out onto Westway toward the A12 and 1st left at the first roundabout onto London Road 
and then second left at the next roundabout onto Princes Road. Continue to the Army and Navy 
roundabout taking the second exit and along the Chelmer round until the Boreham interchange. 
Take the fourth exit from the first roundabout, back toward Chelmsford and then the forth exit at 
the roundabout toward the BP service station. The Premier Inn is on the left before the service 
station.
